Auditions will likely run from 10 am until 3 pm

After completion of the auditions applicants will be invited to
reassemble at 3pm and some may be selected to attend an
interview which will take place immediately afterwards.

The interview will determine your general suitability for an
award. Interviews will be private and conducted by a panel
chosen by MIFI.
